	Matters Arising Therefrom:
· Water pump at Wynway. Strong concerns were raised about the future of the water pump at Wynway which the applicant has assured the Parish Council will be protected and preserved, although it will need to be moved. The well under the pump will be underneath the new drive, although it has not worked since being disconnected after the well was contaminated by blasting when the water main was installed in the village. Concerns focus on long term protection.
· Mistletoe Cottage reference no. 0964
Planning permission for a new oil tank and screening was not objected to by councillors or neighbours; councillors felt there was no need for a planning application for this.
· Play area Painting and Seat Repair.
Mark Paull has very kindly repaired the arm of the memorial seat for no charge.  Letter of thanks sent.  Mr. and Mrs. Lewis also donated £30 towards the cost of wood treatment products as a mark of appreciation for the play area.
