 REFERENCE: 2/2016/0195/FUL
The applicants advised that they planned to keep pigs and grow trees to offset carbon and donate to tree planting schemes. Rainwater would be recycled and pumped using solar energy. Mains water is supplied via a pump on Tut Hill and is pumped three times a day up to the reservoir and currently supplies three separate households. Composting toilets have been constructed by the applicant close to the reservoir site and waste is composted separately. The applicants stated they were not intending to build a house on the site, but would be looking for a property close to the land.
Councillors were all concerned about the water supply as it was reported by residents to run out occasionally. With the additional needs of another dwelling and pigs as well, the current arrangements may not be adequate.
Councillors also considered that the business plan did not show a viable agricultural justification for the scheme.
There were also concerns about the potential contamination risk to the water supply, which should not be ignored.
Cllr. Jones proposed to object to the application for the following reasons:
1. Inadequate water supply. Water pumped up to the reservoir currently supplies three households and does already, occasionally, run out.
2. Potential contamination of the water supply by siting composting toilets adjacent to the reservoir and keeping pigs on site.
3. Lack of evidence that the proposal provides a viable agricultural justification.
Cllr. Waltham seconded and all agreed.

(All affected neighbours informed. No objections received.)
The proposed building will be 1.4m higher than the existing bungalow and higher than the neighbouring bungalows. The access is to be moved to the opposite end of the site, with a gradient approved by N.D.D.C., and a visibility splay constructed which will affect the village pump. The applicant confirmed she was happy to preserve the pump in a sympathetic manner.  There is a well underneath the pump. NDDC have also requested planting screening. 

Cllr. Paull proposed to recommend the application for approval, providing the height does not exceed the height shown on the plan, seconded by Cllr. Lane. All agreed.
