MAIN AGENDA
1. COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT
Cllr. Carr-Jones sends a regular report which is circulated to parish councillors, and he confirmed the Local Government Re-Organisation decision from the Secretary of State that there would be two Dorset councils. There were likely to be two five-year terms for parish and town councillors from the May 2019 elections (usually four) to harmonise with the County Elections. Highways will be managed as a whole; Dorset County Council will be gone.
2. PLANNING
Location: LAND EAST OF THE BUTTS
Proposal: ERECT NO 1 DWELLING AND GARAGE WITH STUDIO ABOVE, FORM VEHICULAR ACCESS AND PARKING
Reference: 2/2018/0263
              The unanimous decision was made to object to the application, 
               proposed by J. Waltham and seconded by R. Paull for the following 
               reasons:
               
1. The building is poorly designed, overbearing and not in keeping with the surrounding properties either in size, materials or appearance.  It is too large for the site and represents significant overdevelopment.  It will have a significant negative visual and amenity impact on neighbours;
2. The proposal fails to meet normal sustainability standards, being a new build in a village without any facilities (no shop, school, etc.) and no public transport;

3. The proposal lies outside the village and outside the previous development boundary, and represents Countryside development, contrary to the Local Plan;
4. The proposed access, serving a five-bedroom house, will create traffic noise and disturbance for the neighbouring property;
5. The location of the extensive building footprint means that rain runoff will adversely impact on agricultural land to the south and east.

In light of the strong feelings raised in the village by the proposal, the Parish Council requested that, if Officers are not minded to refuse the application, it should be determined at a Planning Committee meeting.
All members of the public left the meeting.

4. THE BUTTS, ONGOING DEVELOPMENT:
