	MAIN AGENDA
1. PLANNING. The application for Brunsell Farm had been withdrawn on 16th May, so was not discussed.

2. THE BUTTS, ROWDEN MILL LANE: The Chairman reported that a number of parishioners had expressed their disquiet about building work at The Butts and a lack of information. The Planning Enforcement Officer Mark Hitchcott had been contacted and confirmed that the accesses and tracks are permitted development. The side extension to the house is also permitted development. There are foundation trenches for a large outbuilding but in terms of the area they are well within limits, the owner has been reminded of the restrictions in the above order that control the type and size of building that might be erected without planning consent from the local authority.
 
              The two matters that require planning consent are the extension on 
              the elevation facing the road and the modifications to the original   
              garage positioned towards the road. The owner has been invited to   
              submit applications for these and Mr. Hitchcott has indicated that he
              considers they are relatively minor breaches in nature and planning 
              permission would likely be  granted for them.
              A provisional Tree Preservation Order has been placed on significant
              trees on the site.
              Mr. Whittaker, owner of the site attended the meeting and 
              explained his intentions which include the new house mentioned by
              Deanne Tremlett , the conversion of the garage currently under 
             construction to a ‘coach house,’ another bungalow between Little
             Hayfield and the existing house, and another garage to store old cars.
             Mr. Paull asked about access and Mr. Whittaker said he had originally 
             thought he had access at the rear of the site, but this did not appear
             to be the case. Clive Jones thanked Mr. Whittaker for coming and 
             expressed appreciation for the information. The Chairman agreed 
             but did not think it would be appropriate to ask for views at this
             stage; when a planning application was received, Mr. Whittaker was
             welcome to come along.
             All members of the public left the meeting at 8.05p.m.

3. INSURANCE – APPROVAL OF QUOTATION FOR FORTHCOMING YEAR:
